MICROPHONES

E124 has a lectern microphone and also a loanable wireless microphone to
aid the hard-of-hearing (via a hearing loop). The wireless mic can be loaned
from the SIZ. Note that these microphones feed the hearing loop and also
the computer when recording a lecture (see below) BUT you will not hear
your voice over the loudspeakers in the room. Access to the Mic Controls is
restricted, but the level can be adjusted in the lecture recording software.

CAMERA & LECTURE RECORDING

E124 contains a fixed camera on the ceiling for the purpose of lecture
recording. For checking the camera setup there is a Camera button. Press
the Camera button to show the camera feed on the monitor. Press the
Camera Control button to alter.
