Horizon Unit is a 38 bedded unit that provides short term rehabilitation for mainly the older

population. Individuals are referred for rehabilitation following an acute worsening in their health such
as infection, an acute hospital admission for illness or surgery, a fall, an adjustment of complex
medication or palliative care. The ward provides a Multidisciplinary service that supports individuals with
the aim of regaining independence as much as possible.
